BOARD MEETING MINUTES

FOR AUGUST 4, 2016
Attending trustees were President Samantha Hughes, Springy Yamasaki, Jerry Jensen, Dave Mohr, Al Miotke, Vicki Karuzas, and Phil DeLeo. 
Guests: Rich Thompson and Barbara Carter 
President Samantha called the meeting to order at 7:10.  

Samantha asked everyone to take a few minutes and review the minutes of the July 7th board meeting.  She then called for a motion to approve the minutes.  Springy made a motion to approve, and David seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved unanimously.  
In the treasurer’s absence Samantha led the review of the treasurer’s report.  She reported we have an ending fund balance of $48,129.32.  There were some questions about the nearly $5000 expenditure for Maintenance and Dumpster.  Samantha stated we will be sure to get clarification from Michael at our next meeting.  Phil made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report.  David seconded the motion and the report was approved unanimously.  
OLD BUSINESS
Samantha reported that she has replaced the basketball net with a new nylon one. 
Springy announced that she has found two security guards asleep in their car instead patrolling the park.  Vicki stated she has provided the guards with tow warning notices to place on cars without decals. Phil agreed to place his name on the tow authorization given to the tow company.  Vicki will also give the security company another reminder of what we expect for our money.  

Jerry agreed to meet with Jack and Rich to develop a plan for installing and operating security cameras.  Jerry suggested we consider adding alarms to the gates that will sound off when the gates are propped open.  
NEW BUSINESS
Dock Repair – Samantha contacted two dock companies, and both are booked up for the next couple of months.  So she offered to organize a work crew to repair the dock.  She will also seek a bid for a more in-depth repair from Johnston’s Dock Company. Springy made a motion to allow Samantha to spend up to $2000 for emergency dock repair.  David seconded the motion, and it was approved unanimously.  Springy inquired about whether Caution Tape could be fixed to the dock until it was repaired.  However, after further discussion about tape on the dock, it was decided the caution tape could be more of a hindrance than a help.  
More Sand in Volleyball Court – Samantha noted that the sand from the volleyball court is gradually getting spread all over the lawn.  The amount inside the court is getting thin. She got a quote to replenish it, but the quote seemed quite high.  She asked if someone else could help find additional venders for more quotes.  Jerry said he has two sources and will try to get a bid from each.  Phil offered to find out what the city used for a court edging at Allan Yorke Park to provide more better sand containment.

Lude Behavior and Bad Language – The board had a brief discussion about lude/rude behavior and drinking of alcohol by minors in the park.  Immediate answers to these issues were to ask the park users to be mindful and respectful to families using the park, and to report all violations of the law to the Bonney Lake police.
Building Repairs – Rich reported that the restroom damage has been repaired.  However, the gray water drainage from the kitchen still needs to be completed.  The bathroom reopening will occur after the locks have been upgraded. 
Having no other island business to discuss, Samantha adjourned the meeting at 8:03.
