BOARD MEETING MINUTES

FOR JUNE 3, 2010
Vice-President Darren Butler called the meeting to order at 7:09.  Attending trustees were: Phil DeLeo, Peg Stecky, Vicki Karuzas, Ross Saunders, Jim Schwarz, Michael Martinez and Jack Yarbrough.

Guests: Keely Saunders

Approval of Agenda – Darren called for approval of the agenda.  Ross made a motion to approve the agenda as presented, and Michael seconded the motion.  The agenda was approved unanimously. 

Darren welcomed our new trustee members, and reviewed the goals of our monthly and annual meetings.   

Approval of Minutes - Darren reviewed the minutes of the May 6, 2010 meeting.  Jack moved to approve the minutes as presented, and Darren seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved unanimously.  Darren mentioned that the stencils from last year’s dock marking have been placed in the shed.  He also noted that he is still waiting for some dry weather so that he can paint black over the white parking stripes.    

Annual Meeting Minutes – Phil offered a draft of the annual meeting minutes.  Darren provided some corrections, and Phil will bring revised draft minutes to the July meeting.

Election of New Officers – Darren led the board through nominations and elections of new officers.  The election results are:

Vice President – Jim Schwarz

Treasurer’s Report – In Bill’s absence Darren presented the treasurer’s report, noting the month end balance of $30,188.53.  Darren stated he believes the $500 budgeted for repairs should be its own line item.  He also said he feels the budget should show the security assessment as a separate line item and not rolled into dues collected.  The board discussed maintenance issues, in particular adding yard service to the area above the gravel parking lot.  Vicki volunteered to ask Steve Levy to get a bid from T & N Maintenance.  Jack moved to accept the treasurer’s report as submitted, and Jim seconded the motion.  The treasurer’s report was unanimously approved.

Old Business

Picnic Tables – ACTION ITEM – Darren reported that he is still working to replace the broken boards.  Jack volunteered to help.  Jack also offered to repair the lock on the ladies room door.

Security Lighting – When Coby moved away, our contact for a new light pole was lost.  The board agreed to place this issue on hold for a time.  Jack offered that he may be able to find a pole.

Street Parking – ACTION ITEM – Darren and Phil are working on the plan to make parking parallel to the fence.    

Security Scope of Work – Vicki reported she stays in close contact with the security company and they call her whenever they have a concern.  ACTION ITEM – Jack offered to devise a new key system for both the men’s and women’s restrooms.  ACTION ITEM – Ross volunteered to create a flyer for the guards to leave on vehicles not displaying an island sticker warning of the potential for towing the car.  Ross added that he will install a motion sensor for the lights in the women’s restroom.   

Spring Clean-up and BBQ – Darren suggested this might be a bigger undertaking than we have resources to perform.  Vicki proposed that we ask homeowners to help on specific projects.  Ross volunteered to organize the tennis court clean-up.  Darren offered to organize the painting of the clubhouse. 

New Business 

Island Garage Sale – The annual island garage sale will be held on June 5th  and 6th.  ACTION ITEM  – Phil will place the sandwich board signs on the Monday prior to the sale.  Darren will post a notice on the reader board along 214th, and Vicki will post a notice on Craig’s List.

Amber Alert – Jack led a discussion about setting up an Amber Alert type system for the immediate notification of homeowners in the event of a missing child.  ACTION ITEM  – Jack volunteered to start an e-mail list of residents who wish to participate.
Water Safety – Darren reported that Cascade Water Alliance (CWA) wants to post a water safety sign near the boat launch.  He asked the board to okay their sign, and all concurred.  Darren announced the next CWA milfoil meeting will be held on June 10th at 6:00 p.m. at North Tapps Middle School.
Clubhouse Maintenance – Phil noted some fluorescent lights have been burned out for more than a month.  Jack volunteered to replace the tubes.
Having no more business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 8:36.  The next board meeting will be on 07/08/10.
